Below are the various instruments and supporting materials related to the ICU study.  

NURSE- AND PHYSICIAN-LEVEL SURVEYS

There are two sets of individual-level surveys: (1) the original full-length Nurse/Physician Surveys and (2) the Short-version Nurse/Physician Surveys.  Within each set, there are two versions of the survey, one for physicians and one for nurses. Note that the physician questionnaire is exactly the same (excluding background variables) as the nurse except that the term "nurse" is replaced by "physician" and the term "physician" is replaced by "nurse."  Also note that the spacing/tabbing may not be perfect -- these are older WordPerfect files that have been converted to Word but really not totally perfected because we have not used them lately.

We suggest the use of the short survey.  A number of scales included in the long version and reported in the attached file were deleted from the shortened version.  Retained are those scales that were most important in our analyses.  Given the high intercorrelation between some of the scales, we feel that one does not lose much using the shortened version and gains a lot due to the shorter instrument (higher response rate).
